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THE WHITECHAPEL MISSION NEEDS HELP

| was horrified to hear when | went to the Whitechapel Mission, East
London, to help on January 8", that unless more money and food is
forth coming, then the centre will have to only be open 5 days a week.
From September to end of December the mission only received half of
the amount of money and food that they normally do, so will not have
enough to run the mission fully for the rest of the year. It is very
fortunate that the weather has been so mild as they have not had to have
the centre open over night yet this winter, which has kept down costs.
Apparently people tend to forget about the mission in the spring and
summer so they rely on donations in autumn and winter to survive the
rest of the year, but donations from churches and individuals have not
been (understandably) so great.

Three of us spent five hours sorting out donations of clothes and it was
very disheartening to see what some people donate — filthy, misshapen,
holey clothes. Fortunately they do receive money from the rag man for
bags of “rubbish”. There is a
sorted and no doubt some of these will be of great use, but the time is
takes going through the “tat?”
back to the Mission one day soon, with folk from Wingrave just to sort
clothes. To do this you do not have to be in London for 6am!! Getting
up at 3.45am was a struggle, but worth it.

Wingrave Church go twice a year to help serve breakfasts and sort
clothes and it has been a real privilege to go with them the last two
times to see the great work that is being done by Tony Millar, his wife,
a small team of paid helpers and lots of volunteers. Tony told us that
they have about 50 people each week helping out who are doing
Community Service. Some of these still come back even when they
have fulfilled their hours. Please do what you can to help the
WHITECHAPEL MISSION and look on their website for what they
need, but money is probably their greatest requirement.

Age UK links up with the Met Office to save lives this winter

In an attempt to lower the number of unnecessary deaths this winter,
Age UK has set up a new initiative with the Met Office and the
Department of Health. The Met Office now gives Age UK advance
warnings when it predicts a cold spell so that vulnerable older people
can be pre-warned and given tips on how best to stay warm and safe.
The figures show that there are up to 26,000 preventable deaths of older
people each winter in the UK, many of which could have been avoided
by people taking simple measures to stay warm. Low temperatures raise
blood pressure, putting people at greater risk of heart attacks and
strokes as well as increasing the likelihood and severity of flu, chest
infections and other respiratory problems.

Dear Friends,

ten times already, we have a new grandson, Noah, born on 28t
December, rather earlier than expected. After a shaky start he is doing
well, and we are all delighted. Praise the Lord!
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He’s a bit young to appreciate the finer points of literature, but
grandsons do provide a good excuse for granddads to chuckle through
children’s stories. And I've greatly enjoyed the tale of the snail on the
tail of a whale. A lovely story in which the tiny snail eventually saves
the life of the mighty whale.

It doesn’t explain how a tiny snail is supposed to cling on, whilst
the whale thrashes the ocean, as whales tend to do. So it's not quite as
scientific as I'd like. Yet it sets my mind racing! Do whales actually
have snails hitching a lift?! | know limpets and barnacles cling to rocks
and bottoms of ships. Certainly I've never seen a whale’s tail close
enough to see if it has anything as small as a snail. For the time being
I'll just have to wonder!

But the tale is a good parable of the Kingdom of God! The
mighty and powerful of this world, the whales, seem utterly invincible.
The little guys, (sorry the snail in the story is a lady snail!), apparently
have no chance: too small, too slow, no power, no influence. But God’s
plan is to overturn the usual outcome. The first shall be last, and the
last shall be first.

In February we begin Lent and our preparation for Easter, the
story of one Man in a seemingly powerless position, destroyed by the
powerful of this world, but in whom God overturns the usual outcome,
brings Him to resurrection life, and changes the whole course of
history.

There are some who have fought for Christendom with armies
and crusades, but the greatest successes of the Kingdom have come
through relatively weak and ordinary people, inspired by the Spirit,
living out extraordinary lives in the name of Jesus, and like the snhail
slowly but surely bringing about that which is right.

So do not be daunted by what seems invincible! Do not be
limited by usual outcomes! You have access to the overturning power
of God. Cling on through all the thrashing of life! You have a purpose in
this world! You might not enjoy a comfortable ride, but travel by God’s
grace, and be in the right place at the right time, for when God works
wonders even through your life.

This Lent, listen again to the story of Jesus and how so much is
accomplished through His life and death and resurrection, and put your
trust in Him once again.
